For the first time, series of samples are now available for:  Bangladesh 1991-2011, Burkina Faso 1985-2006, Cameroon 1976-2005, Fiji 1966-2007, and Haiti 1971-2003.  In addition 2010 round census samples complement the series for Argentina, Brazil, Ecuador, Kenya, Kyrgyzstan, Panama, South Sudan, and the USA.  In 2014, we expect to launch several dozen new samples.

You can download the complete list of samples by country and census year as well as IPUMS-International usage statistics by researcher’s country of residence, institution, samples extracted, and most commonly requested variables.
